Together we incorporate comprehensive support for scholars and
families into the education model, including an afterschool program, in order to inspire excellence in
character, identity, and academics in each child.

We recognize that teachers are the most important in-school factor contributing to student achievement.
We also value leadership and support staff because they facilitate, encourage, and help to foster the
developmental growth of scholars to achieve physical, social and mental well-being by providing quality
