 Maintain flexibility with practice schedules and be available for five weekly practices, including Fridays.
 Hold at least four open gym times before the season starts
 Hold a summer camp (additional pay)
 Practice until 5:00 PM before the first game and at least until 4:30 during the conference season 
 Report JV and Varsity scores to the Athletic Director.
 Attend all required conference and school athletic meetings. 
 Collaborate with classroom teachers and the athletic director to uphold a strong academic culture.
 Supervise locker rooms, buses, and all other locations before and after games.
 Communicate daily with parents, families, and athletes regarding schedules and other team information. 
 Have a communication plan for engaging families and implement a digital communication tool.
 Inform parents and the athletic director of all academic and disciplinary issues. 
 Distribute, collect, and inventory all equipment and uniforms.
 Be able to drive the district athletic bus.
 Perform other related duties as assigned.
